of the spawning period. Water,
temperatures remain warm so fish early and late, iand
deep passes with lots of current. When fishing in shallo
water, cast into shady areas created by overhead branch
Redfish feed well all day long at this time of year. Arsipr
under a popping cork is hard to beat. Tarpon fishing has
been pretty good for me this summer. I've found most ¢f
them rolling in deep passes early in the morning. Permit
fishing has been good, but you need calm weather and live
crabs to tilt things in your favor. On my last trip we caugh
two nice redfish, several snook on plug tackle and hooked
nice tarpon on fly tackle. If all else fails, try driftitige flats
for trout. It's a great time of year to fish becausatlraffic
is light, and the fishing is good.
